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Introduction and Key Achievements:

In 1999, the Jharkhand Anti Trafficking Network, a network of CSOs dealing with problems related to safe migration, women's rights, gender issues, violence
against women, and gender equality (previously known as South Bihar), was established. Currently, we are engaged in thirteen districts throughout the state of
Jharkhand through thirteen partner organizations within the network. Our reach extends to one hundred and thirty villages inhabited by Schedule Tribe,
Schedule Caste, Backward Caste, and Minority Class populations, with support from the British Asian Trust. Additionally, we have a judicial and case
management assistance organization to aid those affected by human trafficking and violations of women's rights.

We have established migrant forums in each of the one hundred and thirty villages participating in the initiative. These forums ensure that women's rights
remain the top priority of the network while supporting safe migration and preventing trafficking. By engaging men, women, boys, and girls, we promote a
better understanding of the challenges associated with safe migration. The participants of our organization serve as transformational leaders in addressing
gender issues and promoting safe migration.Top of Form

Women's collectives and self-help groups (SHGs) are actively addressing trafficking issues in their communities and are well-informed about topics such as
safety, migration, gender, and violence. They have dedicated their efforts to establishing strong connections with government agencies to leverage the benefits
provided by governmental initiatives. These organizations have secured funding to support women in accessing government services, and their effectiveness
has been demonstrated at the block level. They consist of a group of women who courageously raise their voices in society and within block offices. They are
launching an awareness campaign to educate people about the challenges faced by women. Furthermore, they remain vigilant in identifying any disparities in
the implementation of strategies and services at the local level. Women belonging to minority, backward caste, and tribal backgrounds have become
increasingly aware of the difficulties and are actively asserting their rights from the relevant authorities.

Women and girls today are well-informed about the regulations and rules pertaining to women's rights, and they are actively exercising their entitlements. They
are joining forces to combat violence and safeguard women's rights. The girls are advocating for their education, future prospects, and opposing child and
underage marriages. They are also actively encouraging others not to marry at a young age. The women and girls' collective has proven to be highly effective,
placing emphasis on important issues such as safe migration, domestic violence, and child marriage. Furthermore, they actively participate in various social
activities, including attending SMC meetings and gramm sabha sessions.

The migrant forum is currently being reorganized and established. Women and girls, community representatives, community members, future migrants, returning
migrants, frontline workers, and community representatives make up the group. While the training for the migrant forum will take place on a quarterly basis, the
forum's meetings began on a monthly basis. Women's rights, safe migration, and violence against women were among the subjects addressed at the migrant
forum sessions. They also discussed legislation concerning women and mobility.



In their respective communities, the thirteen agencies operate as information centers for human trafficking, women's rights, and safe migration. Individuals and
members of the community in the block or region are receiving essential information about safe migration, violence against women, and government
programmes.

The Jharkhand Anti-Trafficking Network is committed to enhancing the capabilities of its members, with outreach teams such as Gender at Work and Civil
Society Academy assisting in this endeavor. A consistent process is ongoing in areas such as organizational growth, leadership development, sustainability,
fund-raising, networking, and advocacy. Important concerns discussed at meetings cover safe migration, women's rights, network functioning, rules, and so on.
Internal network expansion occurs on a regular basis.

Involving the government stackholder and policymakers are one of the primary targets of the Jharkhand Anti-Trafficking Network, a state-wide network. The
present engagement objectives have included the proper implementation of labour laws and the Jharkhand women's policy. The monetary assistance for
enforcing the legislation is also insignificant. We work in partnerships with women's organisations to address the issue. We participate in policy-level
engagement with the government among other state organizations addressing women's problems. There are women's and girls' collectives in one hundred and
thirty villages. At the block and district levels, these organizations typically campaign for their rights and entitlements. In addition, we keep constant
interactions with the AHTU, Mabhila Thana, Jharkhand Women Commission, DLSA, and WCD officials to address issues of trafficking and violence against
women in the district and state.

Meetings with women's organization, the kishori group, and frontline workers emphasized the topic of child marriage and child marriages. These concerns are
still being investigated, but women and other partners have begun to speak out against female child marriage. They will be able to complete their schooling and
begin their employment.

Description of activities:

Women’s collective/SHG meeting: During the women's collective/SHG meeting, various topics were discussed in detail. These included the objectives
and concept of SHGs, the process of formation, benefits, internal credit, and the theft system. Discussions also revolved around bank and credit
linkages, income generation activities, maintaining books of accounts, as well as employment and income generation at the local level. Additionally, the
meeting covered important subjects such as safe migration, women's rights, trafficking, and child marriage. The laws pertaining to safe migration and
precautions to ensure safety were also addressed.

While gender-sensitive pre-departure preparation workshops and informative messages can help women workers make informed migration decisions, it
is crucial to acknowledge that the responsibility for safety should not solely rest on migrant women. Instead, the focus should be on preventing abuse by
perpetrators and ensuring transparent and effective processes, with a commitment from all parties involved to promote safe migration.

Furthermore, the village women now have a better understanding of their rights to move from one place to another, and they are actively taking
advantage of government facilities available in the area.

Kishori group meeting: During the kishori group meetings, various issues such as education, health, child marriage, safe migration, and trafficking
were discussed. The kishori group, which already exists, also plays a role in promoting safe migration in the area. An overview of the topic of "Safe
Migration” has revealed that being female or a teenager is considered a significant risk factor for trafficking. However, there is an increasing scrutiny of
this finding, particularly in cases of extreme exploitation and abuse. The kishori groups are beginning to take on leadership roles in the region.
Formation of migrant forum: The migrant forum has been formed with the active involvement of various stakeholders in 130 villages. The forum
includes village residents, potential migrants, returning migrants, village leaders, frontline workers (such as sahiya, sewika, sahayika, ANM, etc.), and
other relevant individuals. Migration to other locations, particularly for domestic work in brick kilns, other states, and cities, poses significant risks. It is
widely acknowledged that such dangerous and potentially illegal migration increases the likelihood of trafficking and exploitation. Therefore, as part of
awareness programs, the forum has been established to inform participants about the importance of safe migration.

Migrants’ forum meeting: Meetings of the migrant forum are scheduled and organized on a monthly and quarterly basis, and training sessions are held
to discuss the primary problems that lead to human trafficking and how to prevent it and make migration into a safe procedure. Programs and strategies
are considered at sessions of the migrant forum.

Meeting with front line workers: ASHA, sahiya, and sewika discussions about the idea of safe migration ASHA, sahiya, and Jalsahiya are the warriors
at the grass-roots level who we wanted to promote and encourage. We need a deeper look into the reorganization of care work to address the multiple
forms of discrimination and barriers faced by women in access to and delivery of care, with an important first step of integrating care into public
services and public policy. Frontline staff members are supporting the project and educating women and girls on safe migration procedures and their
legal rights.

Information Centre: Each of the 13 groups serves as a resource for information on women's rights and safe movement. The information centers inform
the public, women, and girls about topics linked to safe migration. tied to trafficking Labor migrants, laws governing movement, women's rights,



COVID-related issues, and government initiatives. People from the zones visit the organization's office or center to obtain pertinent information about
safe migration and women's issues.

Training to migrant forum at village level: During the training of migrant’s forum at village level we have conducted training programmes for
migrant forum in the targeted villages with the participation of Local AWWs, Sahiyas, Ward Members and SHG Leaders. Precautions and steps for safe
mobility, Creation of Supportive environment for survivors and need of coordinated effort are main discussion points in the training programme. also,
the stakeholders are showing their interest in the issue.

Workshop with migrant forum at Panchayat level: During the workshop with migrant forum at panchayat level we have conducted Panchayat level
Training programme. During this issue discussed safe migration, important a factor that helps for migration.Livelihood etc. with the present of members
of migrant forum, Local AWWSs, Sahiya, and SHG Leaders were present in the training programme. Precautions and steps of safe mobility, Creation of
Supportive environment for survivors, need of coordinated effort, Convergence of Govt. programmes and livelihood options were the main discussion
points in the training session.

Workshop with migrant forum at Block level: During the period 4 workshops with migrant forum at block level organized. During this issue
discussed safe migration, important a factor that helps for migration.Livelihood etc. with the present of members of migrant forum, Local AWWs,
Sahiya, and SHG Leaders were present in the training programme. Precautions and steps of safe mobility, Creation of Supportive environment for
survivors, need of coordinated effort, Convergence of Govt. programmes and livelihood options were the main discussion points in the training session.
The Govt. officials and Media participated in the workshop.

Workshop with migrant forum at District level: 4 workshops organised with migrant forum at district level during the period. Safe migration,
important a factor that helps for migration.Livelihood etc. with the present of members of migrant forum, Local AWWs, Sahiya, and SHG Leaders were
present in the training programme. Precautions and steps of safe mobility, Creation of Supportive environment for survivors, need of coordinated effort,
Convergence of Govt. programmes and livelihood options were the main discussion points in the training session. At distict level workshop stakeholders
like PRI members, DLSA, Govt. officials, NGOs and Networks, Media, AHTU, Mahila Thana participated in the workshop.

Community meeting: -As an achievement during the community meeting finding that people are aware about safe and unsafe migration. Gender issues
they are talking about their rights.

Case work (Social/Legal): -Some examples of trafficking and rights violations surfaced during the safe mobilety intervention in the area. These cases
were reported by network members, who also offered them counselling and legal support.

School level programs:- The school program done in schools and discussed about safe migration and child marriage related issues with students goirls

and boys. The teachers also involved in the process and they are helpful.
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CASE- 13

The changed name of the girl child is Sapna Kumari age 14 years, father - Basia Oraon age 36 years, mother - Jimmy Devi age 30 years, she is a resident of
Village - Basuwa Post Basuwa Police Station Gumla District - Gumla State - Jharkhand. Family of the girl child I have three brothers and two sisters, whose
name is (1) Manoj Oraon age 18, (2) Manish Oraon age 6. (3) Laxman Oraon age 7 months (4) Lakshmi Kumari.

The girl was getting married in the village, in which she had gone with her entire family to participate in the function, in which she was going back home with
her brothers after telling her parents.

When the marriage reached some distance after leaving the house, four criminals blocked the way from the front and chased away the small children, when
Soni Kumari was left alone; they took her to a deserted place and raped her in turn.

Soni Kumari's younger brother went home and narrated the incident to other people and the villagers started searching for the culprit. At the time when the
culprit ran away after hearing the commotion of the people, the girl was lying unconscious, for which she should be brought home for some time. His
information also reached the workers of Chhotanagpur Kalyan Niketan, after which a case was registered by the workers in Gumla police station.

The girl child was taken to Sadar Hospital for medical test, after the test the girl child was presented to the Child Welfare Committee, on their orders the girl
child was kept in a shelter home. Three accused people are still in jail, one is absconding.



The girl child did not want to study while living in the village, she was being deprived of education, she has been enrolled in Gandhi Kasturba Vidyalaya by the
organization. With the help of the organization, the application for compensation of the girl child has also been submitted to the Legal Services Authority,
which is still under process.

CASE-14

The girl's fictitious name is Surma Kumari, age 16 years, father - Lalit Sahu, age - 38 years, mother - Phoolon Devi, age - 35 years, address - village - Mahadev
Chegri, post - Mahadev, police station - Bharno, district - Gumla (Jharkhand) She is a girl, she belongs to a poor family, the economic condition of the family is
not good.

The girl has three brothers and two sisters, in which Deep Shankar Sahu age 12 years,

Shyam Shankar Sahu age 6 years, Anjani Kumari age 13 years. Girl's education has been till 10th in Saraswati Shishu Vidya Mandir Bharno.

The girl left her house on Friday 25/11/2022 at 10:00 am saying that she is going to fill the form related to her studies online.

She did not return home till late in the evening, after that her father Lalit Sahu went out to search for the girl child and went here and there till late in the night.
Inquired but could not find anywhere.

Four days later, the girl's father came to know that Kailash Mali, aged 25 years, father- Samra Mali, resident of Village-Aata Kora, Post-Giri, Thana-Verma,
District-Gumla (Jharkhand) had married the girl Surma Kumari. has been coaxed out.

Girl's father- Lalit Sahu informed about this incident orally to the station in-charge, then the station in-charge said that action will be taken against the accused
if a written application is given about this incident.

According to the police station in-charge, Lalit Sahu gave an application to the station in-charge to search for his daughter Surma Kumari and to give suitable
punishment to the accused, due to which an FIR has been registered in Bharno police station according to this application.

But no work was being done by the police to find the girl, the family of the girl used to bring the mobile number of the accused and track them in the police
station and talk about catching the accused soon, then the police sent the girl's family back home. Was given.

In this way, gradually the organization worker in the area came to know about this case, after that he contacted them and for taking action in this case, a written
application was given to S.P. Gumla and a copy was given to the Child Welfare Committee, in which some information was given in the police station.
Reforms took place and many people were caught and released, but till today there is no trace of the missing girl.



In this case flowup was done several times but no action was being taken, then by Child Welfare Committee Gumla, Bharno station in-charge Krishna Tiwari
was contacted by phone, and asked to be present in child welfare office, station in-charge Bharno Krishna Tiwari appeared in the Child Welfare Committee and
said that we will take action in this case but his mobile number remains switched off, because of which he has not been caught yet, but today | have put his
number on the track, he will be caught as soon as the phone is switched on.
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
